WWC 6/T
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Circuit Diagram
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1) Remove the housing rear wall of the WWC. Then position the back on the desired wall (guide the cable through the hole) and mark 
through the holes provided. 

2) Drill the markings and attach the housing rear wall of the loudspeaker to the wall.

3) Select loudspeaker connection and power connection at the transformer. 

4) Place the speaker on the housing rear wall and tighten it with the screws. Provide screws with cover caps.
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
